¶ Immediately following the hunt, hunters 
and volunteers will enjoy photo 
opportunities and will be shuttled back to 
base camp. 

¶ Lunch will be provided around noon to 
end the day (typically brats/burgers, chips, 
cookies, water)  

¶ Hunters should expect to take birds home 
with them after the hunt 

¶ Bag limits will be adhered to 
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All hunters are required to obtain the 
appropriate hunting licenses from the State of 
MN to hunt waterfowl.

A MN resident serving in the U.S. Military and 
stationed outside the state may hunt small game 
without a license while on leave. The Federal 
Migratory Bird Stamp is required.

service-related disability may obtain a free Small 
Game License (241). A disabled veteran is exempt 
from purchasing state pheasant or waterfowl 
stamps, but a federal duck stamp is required.

Resident veterans who have 100% permanent service-
connected disability as defined by the United States 
Department of Veterans Affairs may apply for a 
permanent card that may be presented to an agent 
annually to receive a free Small Game and/or a Deer 
License. This card will assist with the process of 
receiving these types of licenses, however all eligibility 
requirements must be met prior to receiving the
